Installation

1. Download and install the latest version of Sublime Text here:
www.sublimetext.com/3

2. Once Sublime Text is installed, open it,
go to the menu bar > Tools > Install Package Control...

3. Open the command palette ([Ctrl]+[Shift]+[P] for Windows/Linux, [Cmd]+[Shift]+[P]
for Mac)

4. Search for Package Control: Install Package and hit [Enter]

5. Type MOHAA and press [Enter] to install it.

If you have never used Sublime Text, i recommend you to give it a try, it have a lot of useful addons
and custom themes if you don't like the default one.
